	Award winners in all classes receive a special certificate and are entitled to two free Member’s Badges and a car pass in the year they have been awarded a Long Service Award.

Award winners will be notified following the March Show Committee Meeting and the presentations will be made during the Show.  All Award winners and their partners will be invited to lunch on that day as guests of the Association.  A full list of Award recipients and their employers will be published in the Show Catalogue.


Candidates must be recommended by and work for a member in the capacity described.  Duty in the Armed Services to be included in length of service provided the employee returned to the same farm or premises or with the same employer.  No Award will be made to any candidate for long service who has not worked at least thirty complete years for Class 1, fifty complete years for Class 2 and sixty complete years for Class 3.  Nominations in writing can be made for Special Awards for Services to Agriculture.  Persons gaining Awards will not be eligible to enter in the same class another year.

The Show Committee have the power to withhold any Award or number of Awards.
